Strategy for using the Early Years Pupil Premium 2019-20
Our knowledgeable staff offer a stimulating and challenging environment to support the children’s learning. We have been inspired by the ‘in the moment’ approach where staff work sensitively and offer support one to one for the children as they play and explore through experiences which they choose. 
The small number of children accessing EYPP shows a diverse range of needs, as identified from baseline.

Curriculum 
We decided this year to focus our support on aspects of Personal, Social and Emotional Development and Communication and Language along with the area of Maths as we identified these as being barriers to the children’s learning and development.  The aim of this approach is to ensure that our children developed their engagement in early maths and develop fluency in early reasoning and understanding of this crucial area.
We identified that one member of the group is working confidently in all areas of the curriculum aside form managing feelings and behaviour. We met with parents and identified strategies that would support her; this included increased time with her keyworker working on self-regulation and communication.
